World Record

The World Athletics Half Marathon Championships was held in Gdynia, Poland on Octorber 17.

Peres Jepchirchir from Kenya, 27 years old, won the gold with new world record, 1:05:16, in only

female's race (without male pacemaker).

It was her second half marathon world title, having previously claimed gold in 2016. She beat her previous
best by 18 seconds.

The Japan Association of Athletics Federations planned to send 10 people to this World Half Marathon

at first, including Honami Maeda, the representative of the Tokyo Olympics Woman's Marathon, and Yuki
Sato, the representative of the Man's Marathon, but unfortunately they decided to cancel the dispatch last
month, considering the local sutuation of new corona virus.

It is grateful the Kenyan athletes doing good job in the world, and we hope to hear the good news about
Japanese athletes too.
