The Kimono, the traditional Japanese clothes, of the doll has some Olympic marks and some national flags
drawn on it, and the belt has some patterns with the colors of gold, silver, and bronze, related to the Olympic
medals.

The next Olympics of the Berlin Olympics was planned to be held in Tokyo, but it didn't come true, so the
Tokyo Olympics was called phantom.

The beautiful Japanese doll is filled with the history and the memories of the owner's family, the history of
Japan and the world, and the connection with the Olympics.
