This shoe was manufactured by Nippon Rubber Co.,Ltd (Asahi Shoes, Ltd.).

Having the technology of Jika-tabi with the highly durable rubber sole. they have created white athletic
shoes which do not put any stress to the foot and can be used on roads under any conditions.
Approximately 5,000 pairs of shoes were donated to the torchbearers, including 12 countries from Olympia
in Greece to Taiwan as well as in Japan.

By repeating trial and error with the best skill at that time, the shoes manufactured in Kurume city carried
the Olympic torch all over the world.
We are so proud of the story as Kurume citizens, aren't we?
