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The Kenyan flag has thick black, red, and green stripes with thin white lines, and a "spear” and "shield" in the
center. The black part represents the "people” in Kenya. The red part represents the "blood" shed during

the Revolutionary War, when Kenya won independence from Britain. The green part represents the land of

Kenya, the endless green savanna. The white part means peace. Kenya has been a peaceful country without conflict
and war since its independence in 1963. The shield and spear in the center of the flag symbolize

their pride of the Kenyan army winning independence with spears and shields without using guns during the
Revolutionary War, while the British army using guns.

The national flag represents the pride of Kenyan. It is exciting to see the Kenyan flag raised up in Tokyo

Olympics and Paralympics, isn't it?
