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On December 20th, the "National High School Ekiden Race Tournament” was held at "Takebishi Stadium
Kyoto". 47 high schools that won the qualifying race in each prefectures participated as a representative.

In woman's race, one team run the half marathon 21.0975km with five people, and in men's race, one team
run the full marathon 42.155km with seven people.

Only one international student can participate in each team, and it is allowed to run for them in except the
1st ward.

For woman's race, Teresia Mussoni, who ran the anchor (5th ward) of Sera High School, overtook seven

people to win the team and set a new section record.

Kosmas Mwangi, who ran in the 3rd ward of Sera Senior High School for man’s race, broke the section

record for the first time in 16 years and overtook 4 people to take 1st place, and the team kept the lead to the end
and won the championship.

In the 3rd ward, Duncan Kisaisa from Qita Tomei High School, who was the 2nd fastest in the ward,

overlook 22 people, and Joseph Muigai from Aomori Yamada High School, who was the 3rd fastest, overlook 23
people!

It seems that Kenyan students are essential existences for the teams to raise the ranking in the race.

Kenyan students are working hard in Japan with completely different languages and customs.
In the future, we can expect for them to be active in the Olympic Games and the World track and field.
